Humans 
Twenty-seven new human cases of West Nile virus (WNV) were reported this week from the following eight counties: Butte (1), 
Fresno (1), Glenn (1), Imperial (1), Kern (14), Sacramento (4), Solano (1),  and Stanislaus (4).  This is the first human case reported 
from Solano County this year.  A total of 147 WNV cases have been reported in 2007, for a statewide incidence of 0.43 cases per 
100,000 people.  Of the 147 cases reported, 82 (56%) are classified as West Nile fever, 58 (39%) are classified as neuroinvasive 
disease, and 7 (5%) are of unknown clinical presentation.  The median age of all cases is 53 years (range: 2-96 years), and 78 cases 
(53%) are male.  Eight WNV-related fatalities have been reported in 2007 from Colusa (1), Fresno (1), Kern (3), Kings (1), Los 
Angeles (1), and San Joaquin (1) counties. Twenty-three WNV-positive blood donation samples have been reported this year; 12 of the 
individuals subsequently developed symptoms and were reclassified as cases. 
    
Horses 
Five new equine WNV cases were reported this week from four counties: Fresno (1), San Diego (1), San Joaquin (1) and Tulare (2).   
These are the first equine cases reported this year from Fresno, San Joaquin and Tulare Counties. This year, 16 horses from nine 
counties have tested positive for WNV, of which five were euthanized or died.   
 
Dead Birds & Tree Squirrels 
Seventy-six WNV-positive dead birds were reported this week from 24 counties:  Amador (1), Contra Costa (1), El Dorado (1), Fresno 
(4), Glenn (3), Kern (6), Los Angeles (16), Mendocino (1), Merced (1), Riverside (1), Sacramento (13), San Diego (5), San Joaquin (1), 
San Luis Obispo (1), Santa Barbara (1), Santa Clara (1), Santa Cruz (1), Shasta (1), Siskiyou (1), Stanislaus (9), Tehama (2), Tulare (1), 
Ventura (2), and Yolo (2). This is the first detection of WNV activity this year in Amador, Santa Barbara, and Siskiyou counties.  
A total of 717 dead birds from 47 counties have tested positive for WNV this year.  
 
Two WNV-positive tree squirrels were reported this week from Mendocino and Santa Clara Counties.   Ten squirrels from five counties 
have tested positive for WNV this year.  
 
Reminder: Local agencies should check the Surveillance Gateway for their county DYCAST bird reporting updates. 
 
Mosquito Pools 
A total of 83 new WNV-positive mosquito pools were reported this week from 17 counties: Butte (1), Contra Costa (10), Fresno (13), 
Imperial (1), Kern (28), Kings (2), Los Angeles (1), Orange (1), Placer (2), Riverside (1), Sacramento (3), San Joaquin (12) Santa Clara 
(3), Shasta (1), Stanislaus (1), Sutter (2), and Tulare (1).  This is the first WNV-positive mosquito pool detected in Orange County 
this year.  A total of 673 mosquito pools from 22 counties have tested positive for WNV this year.  
  
One pool tested positive for western equine encephalomyelitis virus (WEE) this week.  YTD there have been 11 WEE-positive pools, 
all from Kern County.   
 
Sentinel Chickens 
Fifty-three new WNV seroconversions were reported this week from the following 15 counties: Butte (3), Contra Costa (2), Fresno 
(10), Glenn (1), Kern (2), Kings (3), Lake (1), Placer (3), Riverside (15), Sacramento (3), San Bernardino (4), Solano (1), Stanislaus 
(1), Sutter (3), and Yolo (1).  These are the first seroconversions reported from Lake, Placer, and Solano counties this year. A 
total of 189 sentinel chickens from 22 counties have tested positive for WNV this year.  
 
No new WEE seroconversions were detected this week. Two chickens from Kern County have tested positive for WEE this year.
